Smoking is permitted inside 
residents’ rooms. There is an on-site laundry facility for use 
at all times, 24 hours a day.  Each resident is given a private 
voice-mail number with access to an in-house phone to 
check messages and has a mailbox on site as well. For your 
safety and convenience, front desk staff is on duty to serve 
you 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. A 24-hour closed circuit 
security camera is located throughout and surrounding the 
building.
