 Shoes with a heel – you CANNOT ride in tennis shoes 
 Rain Gear 
 Toiletries 
 Warm clothes, sweatshirts, long johns, hat and gloves 
 Camera (optional) 
 *Please do not bring any candy, gum, radios or walkmans. 

You will want to have clothes to ride in, as well as a change of clothing for Saturday 
evening.

Campers must have a completed Health History and Equestrian release form to participate.  These forms 
are attached (enclosed) or check out our website:  www.ymcacampwillson.org to download a map to 
Willson, a health history, and a riding release form.  Click on Forms, Forms, Forms, 2006 Confirmation 
Packet, scroll down to page 10, 11, 12. These forms should be returned as soon as possible to YMCA 
Camp Willson.  Please do not fax the health form, as we are required to have the original on file.  
Campers cannot be permitted to stay at camp without this form.  You can type in your child’s 
information, print out the 3 pages, sign in ink and mail back to camp.  The health history must be filled 
out and emergency authorization signed in ink.  Participants cannot attend without these signed 
forms.  If your child attended camp earlier this year, we probably already have one on file.  

Check in will occur between 7:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m., Friday, at the Dining Hall.  The 
weekend ends Sunday, at 1:00 p.m.  All luggage will be at the Dining Hall for pickup.  
Come prepared to spend a lot of time with the horses and please dress for ANY TYPE
of weather we might have. 

If you must cancel your reservation, all but 25% will be refunded.  If you must cancel 
due to illness, you must submit a physician written excuse for a full refund.  No show 
or no call in absence is not entitled to any refund.
